2009 Convention
Business Meeting

February 28, 2009

1. President Resler called the meeting to order at 8:05 a.m. Senior Advisor Wagner gave the
invocation; Trustee Rainey led the Pledge of Allegiance; and Vice President Rogers read the
AFSA Preamble.

2. Division President’s Remarks (Attachment 1). President Resler gave his opening remarks.
See attachment 1 for the president’s open remarks. He also provided AFSA International
Report from AFSA International President Michael Carton (Attachment 2).

3. Roll Call: Credentials Chairman Lawrence Greenbon, Chapter 553, led the roll call and
provided the credentials report.

There are a total eight (8) chapters with 33 delegates. Total number of votes is 221; simple
majority is 112; 2/3s is 147. Senior Advisor Wagner stated that we had a quorum.

4. Approval of Business Minutes (Attachment 3): Catherine LaValle, Chapter 564, made a
motion to approve the Business Meeting minutes, dated May 31, 2008, seconded by Chuck
Britto, Chapter 554. The motion was approved.

5. Annual Reports (Attachment 4): Jack Hamrick, Chapter 527, made a motion to accept the
annual reports, seconded by Chuck Britto, Chapter 554. The motion was approved.

6. EY 2009 Financial Report (Attachment 5): Catherine LaValle, Chapter 564, made a motion
to accept the FY 2009 Financial Report, seconded by Bill Fallon, Chapter 553. The motion
was approved.

7. EY 2010 Financial Budget Report (Attachment 6): Jack Hamrick, Chapter 527, made a

motion to approve the FY 2010 Financial Budget Report, seconded by Kent Kundert, Chapter
553. The motion was approved.

8. Standing Rules: There were no changes to any of Division 5 Standing Rules that needed
delegates vote. Standing Rules 94-8, Division Five First Term Airman of the Year Program
and 02-10, Division Five NCO of the Year Program had changes to be in line with AFSA
Awards Program and do not need delegates vote.

9. Old Business:

a. Division 52009 Convention Proposal from Chapter 553, Tyndall AFB. President Resler
stated that Chapter 553 has done a fantastic job with this year’s convention.
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b. Talking Paper to have CMSgt (Ret.) Bob Luhn be recognized for the NCO of the Year
Award by naming the award in honor of Chief Luhn at international level was withdrawn
and did not go forward.

c. Talking Paper to move the six month renewal notification to chapters and AFSA
Headquarters to conduct four month renewal notification did go forward but did not pass.

10. New Business:

a. The Division Five 2010 Convention proposal from Chapter 557, Patrick AFB was brought
before the delegates. The Cocoa Beach Holiday Inn was identified in the proposal and it
was the same hotel that we used for the 1998 Division 5 Convention. The proposal was
disclosed to the delegates. Before the start of the business meeting, Chapter 553 has also
indicated that they would like to host next year’s convention. After a lengthy discussion
Jack Hamrick, Chpater 527, mad a motion to delay the vote of convention site until after
proposals are received from Chapters 553, 554, and 557 to be submitted to the council by
April 30. Motion was seconded by Catherine LaValle. The motion was approved.

11. The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 a.m. to be reconvened after the Awards Luncheon.
12. The meeting was reconvened 3:10 p.m.

13. Election of Division 5 Officers: Meeting was turned over to Senior Advisor Wagner who in
turn, turned it over to Past International and Division 5 President EImer Andrews for the
election of Division 5 Officers. Chief Andrews was accompanied by Past International
President Geno Piccoli, Senior Advisor Wagner and Credentials Chair Greebon.

b. Credentials Chairman Greebon conducted a roll call again and there was a quorum.
c. Offices that were up for election were President, 1%, 3, and 5™ Trustee positions.

(1) Jason Amos, Chapter 552, nominated Jeffrey Roger, Chapter 552, for President. Mr.
Rogers accepted. No other nominations were made and Chuck Britto, Chapter 554 made a
motion to close the nominations. The motion was approved. Chuck Britto, Chapter 554 made
a motion to elect Jeffrey Rogers by acclamation. The motion was approved. Jeffrey Rogers
was elected as Division 5 President. The election of Jeff Rogers for President left the Vice
President position open for election.

(2) Lisa Gamble presented a letter of intent for nomination of Vice President for Division
5 from Roderick Hills who is currently TDY. Lisa Gamble, Chapter 553, nominated Rodrick
Hills, Chapter 553, for Vice President. Roderick Hills accepted. No other nominations were
made and Jack Hamrick, Chapter 527, made a motion to close the nominations. The motion
was approved. Jack Hamrick, Chapter 527, made a motion to elect Rodrick Hills by
acclamation. The motion was approved. The election of Roderick Hills for Vice President
left the 2" Trustee position open for election.

(3) Kent Kundert, Chapter 553, nominated Harry Wagner, Chapter 559, for 1% Trustee,
Harry Wagner accepted. No other nominations were made and Jack Hamrick, Chapter 552
made a motion to close the nominations. The motion was approved. Jack Hamrick, Chapter
527, made a motion to elect Harry Wagner by acclamation. The motion was approved.

(4) The 2™ Trustee position will be for a 1-year term IAW Division 5 Standing Rule 00-
09. Kent Kundert, Chapter 553, nominated Lawrence Greebon, Chapter 553, for 2™ Trustee,
Lawrence Greebon accepted. No other nominations were made and Bill Fallon, Chapter 553



made a motion to close the nominations. The motion was approved. Bill Fallon, Chapter 553,
made a motion to elect Lawrence Greebon by acclamation. The motion was approved.

(5) Bill Fallon, Chapter 553, nominated Kent Kundert, Chapter 553, for 3" Trustee, Kent
Kundert accepted. No other nominations were made and Chuck Britto, Chapter 554 made a
motion to close the nominations. The motion was approved. Chuck Britto, Chapter 554,
made a motion to elect Kent Kundert by acclamation. The motion was approved.

(6) Catherine LaValle, Chapter 564, nominated James Binnicker, Chapter 554, for 5th
Trustee, James Binnicker accepted. No other nominations were made and Chuck Britto,
Chapter 554 made a motion to close the nominations. The motion was approved. Chuck
Britto, Chapter 554, made a motion to elect James Binnicker by acclamation. The motion was

approved.

Without access to this space | had no way of knowing when reports were not properly acknowledged until |
was contacted by auxiliary presidents who did received their chapter's support check. | have worked with
AFSA field operations to resolve issues so quarterly funds will be released to chapters and reports that are
being sent in are properly recorded. | am working closely with International President Marie McDowell to
resolve these issues. We continue to move forward to overcome all obstacles and support our auxiliaries.

I have kept open lines of communication with all auxiliary chapters via email, phone calls and postal mail. |
have worked to resolve difficulties facing chapters with limited electronic capabilities. | found a contact person
with electronic access in each chapter to receive weekly updates via email for timely distribution. | have printed
and mailed upon request, hard copies of labels and all other items that the auxiliary presidents have not been
able to print or get from AFSA HQ. | changed my email address in the course of the year and all Auxiliary
Presidents and Division level officials are now using my correct email address. | am still working with AFSA
HQ to get them to use the correct address for PDS distribution.

| assisted Chapter Presidents with quarterly reports when needed. | reviewed all required chapter reports and
submitted them to AFSA HQ for official record and review. | also worked with Presidents to submit
nomination for awards packets and established a board to judge the awards




| pass on to each chapter all PDS memos that | receive from HQ. I send additional reminders about key
legislative issues and motivate auxiliary members to contact their elected representatives. | also encourage all
members to exercise their right to vote in every election.

Membership is a critical area of concern for the AFSA auxiliary. | am proud of the dedication of our division
auxiliary members in the area of recruiting and retaining members. Six of our seven auxiliaries had members
who retained and or recruited members in 2009. | challenged every member of our auxiliary to recruit at last
one new member to double our size. Leadership and low participation of members also continue to be areas of
concern.

The viability of our chapters is dependant on participation of active members and | am working to help save
chapters with low participation.

| attended the Division midyear meeting and convention planning meeting teleconferences and planned all
auxiliary portions of the convention. | worked with Trustee Wagner to obtain items for the silent auction fund
raiser that is held at the convention. In 2009 each auxiliary and many individual auxiliary members donated
items to support the division through this auction. | submitted newsletter inputs and all reports requested by the
Division.

I was proud to represent Division Five as Coordinator and A564 as a delegate at the 2009 International
convention /PAC in Atlanta. | participated in all delegate meetings, coordinator meetings and social events at
the convention. | attended open meetings of both AFSA and Auxiliary Executive Councils. | served on the
Auxiliary Credentials Committee and received a certificate of appreciation for that service. | was proud to see
Auxiliary Chapter A564 Port Saint Lucie FL receive the International Chapter of the Year Award and Best
Newsletter Award in their size category and a certificate for an outstanding yearbook.
